e Key Word (s): present: to be before the mind of someone; readiness: to give

over into one’s care and charge
e Key Verse (s): Psalms 24:1; Acts 4.34-5:11

2. (V12b) You're letting God use everything GIVEN however

He chooses.
e Key Word (s): readiness also means: to lay at one’s feet; kept back: to set
apart for one's self; to withdraw covertly and appropriate to one's own use.

e Key Verse (s): Acts 5:1-3

3. (V12¢-13) You're ready to give your ACCEPTABLE portion.
e Key Word (s): acceptable: favorable; a sense of what is pleasing — based
upon what you have such as wealth or not have meaning poverty; not
for the ease: not to be freed from bonds; not for others may be freed from
the duty of contributing financially; equality: equal portion.
